The Month of February has been a busy one in Rescue!
For the first time in months we have dogs that have gone home!!

First there was Lady who was adopted by her owner in Sept. (the owner said she was
getting her life back on track and had a new job, and new place.) Well that fell though
and put the dog back in the pound. But a new family came the next day and fell in love
and she is doing great in her new home.

Archie/Corona: He is a 9 mo old male that came in from the Turlock shelter. Very sweet
dog, but a great digger. Any gardening to be done he's your guy! We were holding him
for a family but they changed their minds, so he went home this last Sat to a great home
in the Reno area.

Kytan: He was the dog that another rescue brought to us, that does not know what a
pure Saint looks like, and we found he is a mix with pyr. He is doing great and living in
the Reno area. But his family has found that if they leave a window open, even a 2nd
story window, he will jump out.
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Misha: She also got adopted and could not be more spoiled! She is living in the Santa
Cruz area with 2 cats, and a rabbit.

Well sorry to say, when they go out, they seem to tell all the other dogs what a great
place we have here and more come in!

The New kids : Roxy: A 2 yrs old long hair very red female. She is a great digger, and
supposed to be an alpha dog. We have not tested that yet. She has been here for 14
days now, and we will be bringing her in for her vet work up. Very sweet dog.

Rudy: A very large short hair male. He is a true Saint!! So sweet!! Loves people, loves
all dogs, and cats, non-digger. But sorry to say, he is our very expensive dog. He
came in as a stray from the Red Bluff area, and has heartworm. We did his treatment;
so far that cost was $ 926.00. OUCH!! Due to his size he had to have 2 treatments. |
have to say, if anyone needs heartworm treatments see our vet!! When the dogs come
home, they are very alert and in no pain, and to look at the dog you would never know
that a H/W treatment was done. She is very caring with the treatments, so the dogs are
not suffering. However with a little time after that, he will have to go back to our vet for
a neuter, but he only has one testicle, so that will be more. And a rabies shot. We will
keep him here for about 2 months and retest for the heartworm to make sure he is
healthy and it's gone. But due to his temperament that will not be a problem!! Very
special dog. so if any of you have someone looking this is the dog to have!

2 Males: We have 2 males shorthair coming in this Tuesday from Elk Grove, CA. The
owner purchased the 2 males from a breeder out of state and all was great, until they
became 2 yrs old and were put out in her back yard and decided to re-work her yard,
tear up a mattress that was for their dog house, dig up and destroy trees, take out the
sprinkler system... | explained to her that they were bored and also needed training.
She replied that she does not have time for that, and it is all more than she can take and
they have to go!

But of course she could not drive them all the way to Reno! So | have arranged for our
wonderful Driver Larry to pick them up the owner agreed to give him gas money. |
figure it is better for them to be here that just sitting at her house. Both the dogs are
neutered so the cost to us will be H/W test, and any shots if needed. | have contacted
the breeder, who just cannot believe that this is happening, but has agreed to repay us
for any vet costs.

Dear AKC Club Officer, Delegate, or Judge:

Our right to own and breed dogs is under attack. Throughout the country last year we
experienced an unprecedented increase in legislation that infringes on the rights of
responsible owners and breeders. Already, many similar bills have already been
introduced for 2010.

Some of the 2009 bills included:

* New York A.7218, which would have criminalized tail docking and make it a

misdemeanor for anyone to exhibit a dog with a docked tail. The bill also allowed for any
New York animal rights organization to directly sue violators of this law.

* Texas HB 4277 & Florida HB 451, as written, would have required that all dogs
in the state be spayed or neutered, with very few exceptions.

* Montana HB 191 & Hawaii SB 79 would have banned the ownership of "pit
bulls", including American Staffordshire Terriers and Staffordshire Bull Terriers.

* 26 different states introduced legislation that sought to regulate dog breeding.

Many of these bills followed a formula that included caps on animal ownership, allowed
for unreasonable inspections and seizures, and arbitrary care and kennel engineering
standards.

Fortunately, few of these provisions became law, but the consistency and similarity of
these measures seen in state after state, demonstrates the effect of a national agenda
determined to take away our rights to own and breed dogs in a manner consistent with
our expertise.

The need for a united, resolute dog fancy committed to protecting our dogs and our
rights has never been greater. This election year, through contributions to the
<http://www.akc.org/pac/> AKC Paolitical Action Committee (AKC PAC), we have the
opportunity to support lawmakers and candidates who will fight for our right to own,
breed, and exhibit our beloved dogs. Please ask all club members to consider a
donation to the AKC PAC. One hundred percent of these donations will go directly to
support the campaigns of candidates who will help protect our rights.

I've enclosed materials that provide more information about this program. Although the
AKC PAC can only accept donations from individuals, clubs can help by conducting
fundraisers and encourage their members to donate to the PAC.

Please join me in taking a stand and making the voice of the dog fancy heard in
Congress and in our state legislatures. Please contribute to this important program and
distribute the enclosed materials to your members, colleagues and club newsletters.
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Together we can ensure that the right to own, breed and exhibit dogs is protected for
generations to come.

Dr. Richard Kienle is a Diplomate of the American College of Veterinary

Medicine (Cardiology). He earned his DVM at Texas A&M and completed his residency
in cardiology at UC Davis. Dr Kienle practices at Bay Area Veterinary Specialists in San
Leandro and Mission Valley Veterinary Cardiology in Gilroy.

Dr. Kienle's talk will cover the structure and function of the heart. He will then discuss
those heart diseases most commonly seen in the St. Bernard dog. This discussion will
cover the disease process in the heart, the symptoms observed in the dog, the
diagnostics that are required to accurately diagnose the disease, the treatments
available, and the long-term prognosis. This education event will last approximately 90
minutes. The seminar will commence 45 minutes after completions of judging at the
SBCPC specialty.

Dr. Kienle will be conducting ultrasounds and auscultations by appointment on Saturday
May 1, 2010 at the hotel. Please contact Lovey Olbrich h_olbrich@sbcglobal.net or at
510-531-2476 to schedule an appointment or for further information. Walk-ins will be
accepted on a time-available basis.

An ultrasound examination does NOT require shaving. A water-soluble clear
conducting gel, which can be easily washed off, and alcohol will be used in the chest
region. Ultrasound appointments will take 20 minutes; Auscultations (listening by
stethoscope) will require 10 minutes. The charge for ultrasound is $175 and for
auscultation is $45. The St. Bernard Club of America  will reimburse SBCA club
members who agree to include their dogs’ results (anonymous submission) into the
ARCH data base $50 for the ultrasound. ARCH submissions are free to SBCA
members. Reimbursements are limited to two per SBCA member. Dues must be paid
up at time of examination.
