Call to order at 5:48 pm.

Minutes - Linda Hunter read the minutes from the June 25, 2011 general meeting. Prentice Hayes
moved to approve the minutes as read, Karen Lira seconded, all were in favor and motion carried.

Treasurer's Report - presented by Jim Hunter. Lovey expressed a concern about the cost of the
trophies. Prentice moved, seconded by Doug Mahon to approve the treasurer's report as presented,
all were in favor and motion carried.

Board Meeting on November 15, 2011, Go To Meeting through Computer/Telephone -

Jann gave a summary of the last board meeting: after a discussion, the board voted to simplify the
manner in which the Cluster auction proceeds are allocated. Having to separate out whether an
auction item proceeds go to which rescue organization was cumbersome for the auction committee
and the treasurer. All proceeds from any donations will go into the general rescue fund to be
distributed by the board. No donation proceeds will be allocated ahead of time. Bill Kolin would like
to reach out to breeders whose dogs are placed locally and contact the new owners regarding joining
our club and getting more people involved in our educational events and other events. Bill

will find out for sure when the Snow Day Parade will be held and if our club can be part of the parade.
Doug brought it to the club's attention that we need to get the approval of SBCA in order to hold board
meetings through computers and telephones, such as Go To Meeting.

There was a discussion about approving a budget for 2012. Lovey brought it to the club's attention
that this is a task for the board and is not to be done at a general meeting.

A board meeting will be scheduled to discuss whether to have a budget for our annual draft test and
to approve a budget for 2012 .

Legislative Liaison - Walt Parsons reported that there is no new news regarding California legislative
action related to breeding/owning dogs.

Reimbursement to Carol Beck of National Saint Bernard Rescue for vet care for a rescue saint for
removal of foxtails; and donation of $1000 to Saints of the West Rescue and $250 donation to
National Saint Bernard Rescue to be used for northern California saint rescue.

Aren’t y'all sick of hearing me brag about Snitch?? Can’t help it. She is the awesome-
most puppy girl!!

At the Mensona Kennel Club back on August 27" and 28" Snitch earned her 4™ leg
towards her RAE2; and also a leg in Agility Open FAST and Open Standard!! Yes, we
did Rally and Agility both — only one day, though, and never again!!

At the SBCA National in Findley Lake, NY on September 13" and 14™ Snitch earned
legs 5 and 6 towards her RAE2.

The following weekend at a CPE Agility trial in Decatur, IL Snitch had a fantastic time,
and completed all her level 1 and level 2 titles, and qualified for the CPE Nationals to
be held in June 2012 in Washington state.

The first weekend on October at our first ever indoor on artificial turf trial in Frederick,
MD, Snitch earned five legs towards Level 3 titles at a CPE Agility trial.

The following Saturday at the Capital Dog Training Club of Washington DC rally trial in
Point of Rocks, MD, Snitch earned leg 7 towards her RAE2. The icing on the cake,
though, was that she took second place with a 97 in Excellent, and third place with a
98 in Advanced!! Seventeen dogs were in the classes!!

The weekend after that at Breakaway Action Dogs (BAD) APDT Rally trial in Frederick,
MD, Snitch earned three legs towards her ARCHEX. The ARCHEX is ten QQ in Level
2 and Level 3 with scores of 195 or better. She missed getting a fourth leg, when she
only scored a 191 in Level 3 — however, she was one of only three dogs out of 12 to
even qualify, so | was pretty happy with her.

We finished out our Adventure with a weekend of AKC Agility — again on indoor
artificial turf. No Q’s that weekend, but she turned in some lovely runs, and our NQ’s
were all handler error!!

We had another Agility trial scheduled for our last weekend but Mother Nature decided
that it wasn't a good idea — rain and snow and 20 degree temps kept us away. The
snow wouldn’t have been an issue, but the rain made the course too slippery and |
didn’t want either of us getting hurt. And while 20 degrees is great for Snitch, it's too
cold for me to stand around in for 8 hours!!
